Understanding Form File Names:
File naming conventions used in AMEDD are:

  a.  DA Forms.  Department of Army (DA) forms are designated by the prefix "A."  Example:  The DOS file name for DA Form 2446 is "A2446.FRL."

    b.  DD Forms.  Department of Defense (DD) forms are designated by the prefix "D."  Example:  The DOS file name for DD Form 1610 is "D1610.FRL."

    c.  OF Forms.  Optional forms (OF) are designated by the prefix "O."  Example:  The DOS file name for OF 41 is "O41.FRL." 

    d.  SF Forms.  Standard forms (SF) are designated by the prefix "S."  Example:  The DOS file name for SF 1034 is "S1034.FRL."

    e.  MEDCOM Forms.  MEDCOM forms (MC) are designated by the prefix "MC."

Example:  The DOS file name for MEDCOM Form 250 is "MC250.FRL." 

    f.  OPM Forms.  Office of Personnel Management (OPM) are designated by the prefix

"OPM."  Example:  The DOS file name for OPM Form 71 is "OPM71.FRL"

    g.  AIR FORCE Forms.  AIR FORCE forms (AF) are designated by the prefix "AF."  Example:  The DOS file name for AIR FORCE Form 910 is "AF091000.FRL."

    h.  Hyphens/Dashes.  Hyphens or dashes contained in form numbers are replaced in the DOS file names as underscores to comply with standard file naming conventions supported by ISO 9660 for CD-ROM.  Example:  The DOS file name for DA Form 3161-1 is "A3161_1.FRL."

    i.  Multipage Forms.  Multipage forms are usually contained in a single form file.  However, some forms such as the SF 86, Questionnaire for National Security Positions is a large multipage form obtained from the DOD Electronic Forms Repository and the form consists of several separate files; one for each page of the form.
