What About AMEDD Data Files:
The AEFSS establishes a default naming convention and file location for all data files saved with the eforms contained in the system.  The data files for a form are automatically created when a form user opens that form.  The purpose of using a default is to maintain standardization across the entire AMEDD.  This standardization ensures that when an eform is filled at one AMEDD location and then packaged and emailed to another location, the recipient will be able to open the eform package and view the form and data exactly as it was created at the location of origin.  A form may have as many as three associated dBase data files.  Data files with the extension .dbf and .fds are used to store data entered in the form during the form fill stage.  A third data file with the extension .dbt may be created if a field on the form is more than 256 characters in size.  As an example:  form file A31.FRL (DA Form 31) creates and saves data into files named A31.DBF, A31.DBT, and A31.FDS.
