What About  Form Versions:
  a.  Electronic forms designed by USAPA and MEDCOM are marked with a version number (for example "USAPA V2.10" or "MC V1.00") at the bottom right corner of the form to distinguish them from printed, stocked, or -R paper forms.  Version numbers apply only to electronic forms.

    b.  The version number will change when the form is revised or the electronic attributes are modified to the extent that data files created by an earlier version are no longer compatible.  Sub-version numbers following the decimal will change when electronic attributes are modified, but earlier data files can still be used.  For example, versions 2.00 and 2.10 will accept the same data file since both are considered version 2; both would be superseded by version 3.00.
