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Third Wave Deadline Extended

The decision on what Army jobs would be exempt from privatization studies under the service’s Third Wave initiative has been delayed once again, WSMR Resource Manager Herb Carter said.

The requests for exemption were submitted to the Assistant Secretary of the Army for Manpower and Reserve Affairs in December. A decision on which jobs would be exempt was expected in mid-January, but that was delayed until Feb. 20. That decision has again been pushed back until March or early April, according to Carter.

Additionally, Carter said new “A-76” guidance that was expected to be released in January also had been delayed. The A-76 guidance details how privatization studies are to be conducted, Carter said.

The proposed changes to the A-76 guidance would provide for a faster process than the current regulations allow, Carter said. He also said that scheduled plans to conduct outsourcing efforts by functional grouping is expected to be delayed based on the exemption approval delay.
